Before installing your new S&S part it is your responsibility to read and follow
theinstallation and maintenance procedures in these instructions and follow
the basic rules below for your personal safety.

® Gasoline is extremely flammable and explosive under certain conditions
and toxic when breathed. Do not smoke. Perform installation in a well
ventilated area away from open flames or sparks.

If motorcycle has been running, wait until engine and exhaust pipes
have cooled down to avoid getting burned before performing any
installation steps.

Before performing any installation steps disconnect battery to eliminate
potential sparks and inadvertent engagement of starter while working
on electrical components.

Read instructions thoroughly and carefully so all procedures are
completely understood before performing any installation steps.
Contact S&S with any questions you may have if any steps are unclear or
any abnormalities occur during installation or operation of motorcycle
with a S&S part on it.

Consult an appropriate service manual for your motorcycle for correct
disassembly and reassembly procedures for any parts that need to be
removed to facilitate installation.

NOTE: Threads of the driver screw should be coated with a graphite lube to protect threads.

Disconnect the negative battery cable before performing any primary drive or clutch work on your motorcycle to prevent personal injury.

A\ cAuTION

The use of power tools can severely damage S&S inner primary bearing race installation tool.

1. Slide bearing race over transmission mainshaft.
2. Thread the driver screw onto the end of the transmission mainshaft.

NOTE: Driver screw has left handed threads.

H>w

Place the thick washer over the driver screw next to the installation sleeve.

Slide installation sleeve over the driver screw and transmission mainshaft until it contacts the bearing race.

5. Slide the three piece bearing kit, with the radial bearing in the center, over the driver screw until it contacts the thick washer. Refer to exploded

view below for assembly of parts.
6. Thread the large hex nut onto the driver screw.
7. Press on the inner bearing race as follows:

A. For stock Harley-Davidson® bearing race installation: Use a %" wrench and a %s” wrench, tighten the hex nut until the inside edge of the

bearing race is .110” from the main drive gear.

B. For S&S bearing race PN 56-5089 installation: Use a 2" wrench and a '%s" torque adapter (crows foot wrench), tighten the hex nut to 35 ft-lbs

as shown in Picture 1.

A\ cauTION

Failure to install S&S bearing race PN 56-5089 to specified torque could result in bearing race failure.
